You are invited to attend a community meeting
regarding an upcoming City project for designing a
roundabout at the 15" Street and Avenue D
intersection. Please join us at this meeting which is
scheduled for 4:00 p.m. Wednesday June 19, at the
Snohomish Fire District 4 facility located at 1525
Avenue D. It will be in their Eldon Harvey
Auditorium room.

This meeting will discuss the details of the project,
respond to questions, and discuss potential traffic
impacts during construction which could begin as
early as late Fall of this year. The proposed
intersection concept layout can be found on the
second page of this Newsletter.

The 15" Street and Avenue D intersection is a
congested and important intersection for Snohomish.

Members of the Planning Commission must live
within the City’s urban growth area boundary. All
City board and commission members are volunteers
serving without compensation.

The vacancy is created by Planning Commissioner
Jane Thorndike’s decision not to seek re-
appointment. The selected appointee’s term will
begin immediately upon City Council confirmation
of the Mayor’s appointment. Commissioner
Thorndike has served as a Commission Member
since August 2003.
