Two years ago, a car struck the light pole on First Street and 
Union Avenue.  The Street Department installed a temporary 
wood 6X6 post to secure the electrical wiring that runs from 
the top of the light poles.  
 
This week the Street Department started a project to switch the 
antique pole with a similar replacement.  The replacement pole 
came from the First Street and Avenue D traffic signal project 
where two original style antique poles were removed and the 
new style green light poles installed. The traffic signal 
contractor removed both light poles intact at staff’s request in 
order to have spare poles just for this type of need.  The project 
is going well and should be completed by the end of next week.
