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GComprehensive Plan Amendment
Application Deadline Approaching

The Comprehensive Plan is the guiding document for
development and growth in the City. The Plan expresses a vision
for the City, and identifies characteristics the community intends
to retain, reinforce, and achieve as the City grows. Goals and
policies are established within the Plan to realize the City’s vision.
The Comprehensive Plan is required by the State of Washington
Growth Management Act, and, in most cases, may only be
amended on an annual basis. These amendments can be changes
to the text of the document or to the Land Use Designation Map.
As the Land Use Designation Map serves a dual purpose as the
City’s Comprehensive Plan and the zoning map, a rezone can only
be approved as a Comprehensive Plan amendment through the
annual cycle.

The deadline to submit applications for the 2016 amendment
cycle is approaching. Applications submitted by March 31, 2016,
will be considered by the City Council for inclusion in the current
year’s docket of potential amendments. The City Council has
broad authority to accept or reject an application for the docket.
If accepted for the docket, the application will be reviewed by the
Planning Commission, which will make a recommendation to the
City Council. Final approval or denial is a legislative decision of
the City Council.

Any individual, organization, business, or other group may
propose an amendment to the Comprehensive Plan. The
Comprehensive Plan Amendment cycle is a public process. Both
the Planning Commission and the City Council will hold public
hearings on the proposed amendments, and will seek comment.
Interested parties are encouraged to attend these public
meetings and provide comment.

Applications may be submitted before the deadline to the Planning Department at City Hall. Application
forms and submittal checklists are available on the City’s website: http://www.snohomishwa.gov/405/Land-
Use-Forms.

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Gity of Snohomish Proposes
Wastewater Rate Reduction in 2017

Snohomish’s average wastewaler rates are currently lower than the City of Monroe
and proposed 2017 rates would be lower than the Lake Stevens Sewer District

A 10 percent sewer rate reduction is in store for Snohomish City ratepayers in 2017 according to direction
receiving from the City Council on March 1.

The Council reviewed the current state of its wastewater treatment system and considered new rates for
2017-2019 as part of its March 1, 2016 workshop. Councilmembers weighed the risks of potentially new,
currently unknown, state treatment requirements and resulting capital improvement costs against the
opportunity to minimize sewer service costs and directed staff to develop a rate plan for a 10 percent
reduction effective in January 2017.

Operationally, wastewater treatment is the City’s most expensive system of community services. About one
out of every four dollars of the City’s annual operating expenses is for the wastewater utility. Over the next
10 years, the City is planning to invest approximately $16 million in capital improvements to the wastewater
system. Improvements in wastewater treatment are required from time to time by the State Department of
Ecology in order to protect and improve the aquatic environment of the Snohomish River and, ultimately, the
Puget Sound.

The City Council provided direction for setting the 2017-2019 rates, which would be officially implemented by
resolution later this year. The proposed rates would include a 10% rate reduction in 2017, followed by 0%
(zero) increase in both 2018 and 2019. For 2017, a 10% rate reduction would save the average single family
home about $18.71 every two months or $112 per year (based on 1200 cubic feet average use, FSC Group
2014 Rate Study). Below are rate comparisons for 2017 with two of our neighboring jurisdictions if the 10%
rate reduction for the City of Snohomish is approved:

The City’s Wastewater Treatment Plant (WWTP) had a perfect performance year in 2015 with zero
exceedences of its state permit, which sets treatment standards. This is the first year of perfect performance
for the City in more than 20 years. The State Department of Ecology’s online records go back to 1995, the
same year our City’s current plant configuration was built.

Over a four year period (2006 to 2009), the WWTP had 109 permit exceedences. In contrast, over the last
four years (2012 to 2015), since the City installed innovative submerged fixed film (or “Bacteria Hotels”) in
2012, the WWTP had only 3 permit exceedences. The dramatic turnaround in treatment resulted from the
installation of innovative fixed film technology, never before used in Washington State. The City is continuing
to pursue other performance improvements to meet or exceed today’s strict and demanding permit limits.
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Based on recent progress, the City Council in 2013 was able to cancel a state-required project that would
have resulted in a 90% increase in wastewater rates. That cancelled state plan would have required the City
to build a 5-mile long pipeline to send its wastewater to the City of Everett for treatment.

In early 2014, the City renegotiated a State Department of Ecology Agreed Order requiring the City to send its
wastewater to Everett. Over the next year, the City met all the stringent conditions of an amended Agreed
Order. This success allowed the City to continue treating its wastewater at the existing plant which was first
constructed in 1958. As a result, the City is no longer required to send its wastewater to Everett.

As part of its long-range preliminary estimate, the City of Snohomish is currently projecting 0% (zero)
increasesin 2020, 2021 and 2022. However, this assumes that environmental regulatory changes impacting
wastewater treatment in the next six years are minimal. Currently, the City of Snohomish’s wastewater rates
are lower than its neighbor, the City of Monroe to the east, and in 2017, per the proposed rate reduction, will
be lower on average than the Lake Stevens Sewer District to the north.

Last year the City of Everett announced its wastewater rate outlook for the next decade calling for rates to
continue to rise from 5.2 percent to 10.2 percent per year, with single family rates nearly doubling to an
estimated $110 per month (5220 Bi-monthly) by 2024. Snohomish’s neighbors to the south, including the
unincorporated Cathcart neighborhood, Mill Creek and the South Everett area are served by the Silver Lake
Water and Sewer District, which sends most of its wastewater to the City of Everett for treatment. Based on
these preliminary projections, the City of Snohomish’s wastewater rate in 2023 could be lower than the City
of Everett’s and also those areas served by the Silver Lake District.
